Vestry News

The Vestry of Christ Church held its monthly
meeting on February 18, 2009. The meeting was
called to order at 5:44 pm. At this meeting all
decisions were made by consensus and
unanimous votes. Actions included the following:
Magnetic Church Projects: Steve Wilkinson, Sr.
Warden is compiling a list of Christ Church
projects. Using positive, clear language, Andrew
Weeks, Magnetic Church Conference coordinator,
was able to make the Christ Church attendees see
the church through visitors eyes: Signs: Roadside,
Bulletin Board, Entrances, Special Services, Events
& Interior, Web sites and the internet.

Economic Issues: On the Revenue side, Christ
Church is approximately $10,000 behind. Several
factors could have contributed to the deficit. One
factor being the pledge envelopes. The envelopes

for February 2009 did not arrive until the third
week in February. The vestry addressed the
envelope mailing issue. A decrease in attendance
was also a primary cause.

Bill Rosado is able to resume his duties as a vestry
member. Treasurer John Maloney will present a
2009 budget to the Vestry at the March meeting.
Stewardship Campaign: To date, we have a
pledged amount of $265,000. The pledges are still
coming in. Vestry members were instructed to
immediately turn all pledge cards in to Linda
Barnes, Stewardship Chair.

Kitchen Construction: March 15, 2009 is the
startup date for tearing down the kitchen.
Construction Update: The Contractor Selection
Committee selected L. F. Harris Inc. for the
construction of the loft. The loft will be completed
80 days from the start.
