Pressures on Las Vegas Valley Families
The focus of this session will be on naming pressures on families and situating families in a
regional power analysis. LVVISC leaders understand that family is the building block of
community and naming pressures held in commeon is an important step towards finding common
ground. The central point of the workshop is that churches, synagogues, mosques and non-
profits can work together for positive impact by crossing denominational, economic and ethnic
boundaries. Absent a power organization capable of taking a seat at the table of power where
decisions arc made, these same institutions tend to be limited to charitable activities when

addressing family pressures.
